Coggins Papers/Health Certificates: In accordance with Virginia State Law, ALL horses and ponies
on the grounds MUST have a current negative Coggins Certificate (within 12 months). A copy of the
certificate MUST be on file in the Show Office. All Horses coming from out of state are required to
have a 30 day Health Certificate. All non-showing horses on the grounds must be listed on an entry
blank and present a Coggins as listed above. ANY HORSE NOT IN COMPLIANCE MUST VACATE
PREMISES — NO EXCEPTIONS!

ENTRIES: All entries must be made on the entry blank provided or online at www.horseshowing.com.
One horse per entry blank. If extra entry blanks are needed, photocopies are allowed. Entries will not be
accepted over the phone or via text message. PRE ENTRIES AND PAYMENT MUST BE RECEIVED
BY JULY 5, 2025. LATE ENTRIES AND ADDS MUST LEAVE A FORM OF PAYMENT IN
OFFICE BEFORE PICKING UP BACK NUMBER.

Show Management reserves the right to refuse, accept conditionally or cancel any entries of any
exhibitor at its discretion and require horses and entrants to vacate the premises at its discretion.

NO STALLS will be reserved until payment for them is received.

REFUNDS: Refunds requested prior to the entry closing date will be made in full, less a $20 scratch
fee, the non-refundable office fee and late penalty. No Refunds will be made after the closing date.

REGISTRATION PAPERS: A photocopy of registration papers FRONT AND BACK MUST
accompany each horse entered A COPY MUST BE KEPT ON FILE IN THE SHOW OFFICE SO
THESE COPIES WILL NOT BE RETURNED. Numbers will not be released for an entry without
proper proof of registration. Registered Names of horses must be on the entry form. The word "entry"
may not be used. All horses must be entered in their full registered name and number and in the current
owner of record. No Part-Breds will be allowed at this show.

OFFICE HOURS: The Show Office will be open Thursday 10AM — 5PM, Friday - Sunday 7AM to 30
minutes after the show ends.

OPEN CHECKS/CREDIT CARD AUTHORIZATION FORMS: All accounts must leave an open
check and/or credit card authorization form on file when picking up exhibitor packets - no exceptions.
An Agent may fill in the check when showing is complete. If an exhibitor and/or agent fails to settle
his/her account(s), the Show Secretary will fill in the correct amount on the open check and the
exhibitor/agent relinquishes the right for adjustment after leaving the show.

RETURNED CHECKS: All checks returned for non-payment will be charged a $50 handling fee and
must be replaced by cash, certified check or cashier’s check within 2 weeks of notification. All future
fees will then be required to be paid with cash, money order or certified check.

IMPORTANT: INDICATE DATE/TIME OF ARRIVAL ON ENTRY BLANK. Early Arrival is
Wednesday @ $35.00 per stall. You can arrive after 12 noon on Thursday with no early arrival fee.
Reminder that no stalls will be reserved until payment for them is received.



PARKING: Parking will NOT be permitted around the barn. Passenger vehicles should use the parking
lot.

CAMPERS: Campers and RVs must be parked in designated areas - Please reserve your RV/Campers
Space on your entry form.

DAMAGE: The Meadow Park Event Center holds individual owners and exhibitors responsible for
damages incurred by them, or their agents, to barns or other properties on the show grounds and will
invoice them accordingly. J & S Equestrian Events, LLC and/or Show Management will in no way be
responsible for any loss/damage that may occur. It will be a condition of entry that each exhibitor shall
hold the competition, its management and The Meadow Park Event Center blameless for any loss or
accident to his/her horse(s) or equipment that may occur from sickness, fire or otherwise. The VA
Gypsy Vanner Horse Show, show management or The Meadow Park Event Center will not be
responsible or liable for injuries sustained in any way to exhibitors, spectators, employees or other
interested parties.

Only authorized persons shall be allowed in the ring during judging. Any act of discourtesy or
disobedience to the judges or officials on the part of an owner, rider/driver, trainer/agent or groom will
disqualify horse or rider/driver and the owner shall forfeit his/her entry and other fees, including prize
money won.

SHAVINGS: Please order initial shavings on entry form. The cost per bag is $9.50 Additional shavings
can be ordered in the show office starting on Thursday.

CHANGES/CANCELLATIONS: Management reserves the right to combine or cancel any class
having less than two (2) entries. Management also reserves the right to change or alter the officials
listed without notice prior to or during the show.

CLASS CALLS/GATE HOLDS: Every effort will be made to maintain a working PA system.
HOWEVER, due to unforeseen problems with any mechanical device, the PA system and paddock calls
must be considered a courtesy. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE EXHIBITOR to be sure that
his/her horse is at the gate at the designated time. A two (2) minute gate rule will be strictly enforced.
The gate will be closed two (2) minutes after the first horse enters the ring.

GYPSY VANNER VERSATILITY CHALLENGE - TO BE HELD ON JULY 25TH AFTER THE DRIVING
CLASSES - ENTRY FEE $50.00

Objectives

1) Promote superior Gypsy Vanner Horses that demonstrate form to function, quality
forward movement and trainability.

2) Promote three GVHS classes, Conformation, Western Pleasure and English Pleasure, that
demonstrates desirable characteristics of the GVHS all-around horse.

3) These classes will highlight conformation, form to function, trainability, quality of movement and
performance using traditional GVHS class rules

Class Requirements & Procedures
Horses are shown, sequentially, in three classes:

1) English Versatility Pattern to count 30 percent (30%),
2) Western Versatility Pattern to count 30 percent (30%)
3) Conformation to count 40 percent (40%)

Patterns will be posted at the show on Thursday.

Each segment will have a pattern and a rail portion. Upon the completion and line up of the English segment,
tack will be removed (with the assistance of up to two grooms), and tack & attire will be changed to perform
the Western segment of the event. Upon the completion and line up of the Western Segment, tack will be
removed (with the assistance of up to two grooms) and the horse will be haltered and prepared for the
Conformation segment of the event.

A countdown clock, set to five (5) allowable minutes. Time begins when the first wheelbarrow enters the
in-gate. Horses will not be jogged for soundness as this is a Conformation class and soundness would have
been determined during the first two performance classes

The English & Western Segments will be numerically scored and then placed. Placings will NOT be
announced or made known to any other judge until the event has been completed

Gaits that could be used in each Under Saddle segment (as per GVHS Rulebook)
English WTC: Walk, Trot, Extended Trot, Canter and Hand Gallop
Western WIL: Walk, Jog, Extended Jog, Lope

Horses remain in the show pen, for the duration of the event. Horses must show in all classes to receive final
placings.

Awards (Top Three Overall) Awards Per Class Segment
Ist Place: Trophy and 50% Prize Money Ist - Award/Champion Ribbon
2nd Place: Award and 30% Prize Money 2nd - Reserve Champion Ribbon

3rd Place: Award and 20% Prize Money 3rd-6th - Specialty Ribbons
